In this workshop, we will observe from Scripture and empirical evidence that contrary to psychiatric and pharmaceutical theory, depression is our normal human condition. We will also discover the true substance of depression and understand that Scripture does not call this human experience sin. Understanding the true nature of depression will encourage the attendee to direct children and adults who are struggling toward the only genuine remedy available.

Utilizing Biblical case studies and examining what psychiatrists consider to be the major symptoms of depression, this workshop will be focused on God's plan of using depression to create dependence on and faith in Him. In the process of discovering God's purpose for depression, the only genuine remedy will be realized. Depression isn’t an experience outside of God's work of redemption; it is at the gospel’s core.
